Dear Friends,

My five years as President of this amazing congregation will soon come to a
close. I want to thank our members for this opportunity. It has been a truly
wonderful experience for me. You have been extremely supportive, and I
appreciate your patience and understanding during this past year. As you
know, we are in a period of transition, and I am grateful to our Board, our staff
and our membership for coming together and working as a team to get through
this difficult time. We are a great community of people concerned for one
another.

The coming year will be a year of change for our synagogue. Our newly elected president, Joel
Wax, will begin his tenure on January 13, and I trust that you will join me in supporting him. Joel
and the Board of Trustees will be installed that evening during Shabbat Services following a
Shabbat dinner. It is our goal to have a new permanent Rabbi on the Bima with Cantor
Warschawski by this summer. Also, I am happy to announce that we have rented our lower level
rooms to two tenants, Yisraelink and Solomon Schechter Pre-School.

I have previously shared with you that our search for a permanent Rabbi is being headed by Steve
Blonder and Shelley Sutker-Dermer. The other members of their committee are: Howard Ankin,
Allan Carroll, Howard Carroll, Dan Cedarbaum, Bruce Claver, Neil Gurevitz, Lee Levin, Marty
Lubowich, Rich Newman, Jamie Pawlan, Ralph Ruebner, Stan Shulman and Jennifer Wertheimer.

We have had many questions about the process of finding a new Rabbi. We have found that the
“hiring season” is generally within the first half of the year. Since we belong to both the
Conservative and Reconstructionist movements, we have expanded opportunities for reaching
Rabbis. We cannot place an advertisement for a Rabbi, but Rabbis seeking placement can view
our opportunity in the listings for both movements to which we belong and then work through
their placement offices. As a general rule, the placement process begins in earnest after January.
I expect that our committee will read through the resumes they receive, employ a screening and
interviewing process and then bring in one or more of these Rabbis to visit the congregation later
in the spring. Although the decision to hire a new Rabbi lies with our Board of Trustees, they will
notify you when the visits are scheduled and strongly encourage you to join in meeting the
prospective candidates. Your input will be important and welcome. Please feel free to contact
Steve or Shelley if you have any questions about the process.

In the meantime, until a permanent Rabbi is hired, our pulpit will be covered by Cantor
Warschawski, the Rabbis who worship at our congregation and interim Guest Rabbis. The Guest
Rabbi scheduled for Shabbat on January 6t and 7t is Rabbi Amitai Adler. Rabbi Ruven Barkan
will be the Guest Rabbi for Shabbat on January 26th and 27th. We hope you will be able to join
us for these services.

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THE GRITTIER SIDE OF CHANUKAH: AN EDITORIAL

| recently asked the junior congregation what Chanukah meant to them. | expected answers
like, “Chanukah teaches us about God's miracle of the oil.” Instead, | received answers about
food. Latkes, Sufganiot (Israeli doughnuts), and chocolate Chanukah gelt took center stage.
Then the children started questioning me. Were they asking about Chanukah ritual or history?
Not quite. Instead, “Dr. Ross, when can we play Dreydl2 Did you buy us Chanukah gelt2”
Variation on the food theme! Was | on the Bima or in the workhouse?

Time for ‘Plan B."” “How do you celebrate Chanukah?” | asked, planning to discuss the rituals
and relate them to the meaning of the holiday. Mission not accomplished! Gifts, yes; rituals,
no! Some children told me they recieved all their gifts on the 1st day; some recieved gifts on
certain days; some were gifted everyday. Each admitted they also celebrate Christmas.

They might have needed a lot of Chanukah and a little Christmas celebration; | needed a little
Valium.

Then | realized the problem: Chanukah is too often seen as the “Jewish Christmas” the Jewish
equivalent of miracles, gifts and holiday food. Chanukah's importance gefts lost in the latkes;
submerged in the sufganiof.

Chanukah celebrates the first successful guerilla war in history. From the forests and mountains,
those who followed the Maccabees defeated the Greeks. It took 37 years and lots of blood.

The Greeks attempted to destroy Jewish culture by banning the study of Torah. That's how the
Haftorah came into being. Studying the prophets substituted for the Torah passages. As for the
emphasis on fried foods, these were easily made over a fire. Even the Dreydl may have its
origins in this war. The Maccabees hid bows and arrows in caves. When Greek soldiers came
by, the Jews played some form of Dreydl to fool the Greeks.

Chanukah celebrates our survival against impossible odds. That's worth celebrating and
teaching to our children.
