Since I was a child Pessach has always been my favorite chag  in 

the Jewish year , and this Passover reminded me even more why 
that is the case.  There were so many beautiful moments shared 

here at EHNTJC this Pessach; from services in the sanctuary , to 
the holy Tal prayer on the first  day, to a successful, not to  

 mention , delicious Community Seder, to the combined energy of services with the 
Egalitarian Minyan in the chapel, to the childrenõs participation, to the final 

uplifting , yet tearful , eighth  day services with Yizkor.  It was all truly joyous in its 
way.  And despite some of the adversity that our synagogue has been facing lately 

I was very glad to see so many of you here at shul devoting your time, energy, and 
most importantly spiritualit y to our synagogue activities.  Nothing is more vital to 

our community thriving than your presence, comfort and positivity!  
 

All of these successful parts of Pessach should give us much energy so we may be 

fully prepared to receive the Torah on Shavuot.  W e are all familiar with the words 
of acceptance that the Children of Israel uttered upon accepting the Torah:  

òNaõaseh Võnishma/We will do and we will listen.ó  Logic tells us that this 
statement is backward.  First, one must listen to the command , and th en one can 

carry it out.  But this òdoingó and this òlisteningó should be thought of differently 
than one listening to a proposal and deciding whether to accept or reject doing it 

upon hearing it.  Rather this òdoingó and òlisteningõ come to teach us about stages 
of personal and religious growth.  
 

Even a small child can be taught to recite Shakespeare with eloquence and 
passion, but its meaning will remain as hidden from him as the day before he 

heard it.  Yet he is still able to òdoó the recitation.  The òlisteningó is one of 
learning the depths of oneõs actions and comprehending them on a deeper level.  

This is the essence of Shavuot.  We have all accepted the Torah in one form or 
another at some point in our lives, and Shavuot is the time to reconnect wi th it, 

and to study it more fervently in the coming year.  The Torah and resulting 
Rabbinic thought are our guide and key to òlisteningó to and knowing G-d.  
 

I hope all of you will join me in taking the opportunity to study Torah, our 
heritage, or other s acred texts of our tradition more over Shavuot.  I also hope 

that you will join me not only in continuing to devote your time, energy, and 
spirituality to the synagogue but to increasing your participation.  YOU ARE THIS 

COMMUNITY!  There are many terrific  events that take place at EHNTJC and the 
more people involved the more wonderful these services and programs become.  

Through the merit of our increased learning and participation in the synagogue 
community may both our òdoingó and òlisteningó be strengthened.
