I trust that everyone has enjoyed a beautiful summer traveling, vacationing around the globe, or 

lazing around in the beautiful Chicago summer warmth.  Wherever your summer took you, I 

am glad that the High Holiday season brings us back ñhomeò to Ezra Habonim, The Niles 

Township Jewish Congregation.  So welcome back! 
 

My summer was certainly full of new experiences, challenging situations, and great joys.  I am 

very pleased to have expanded my role here at EHNTJC from this past March through the end 

of 2011.   

 

 
These have been an extraordinarily eventful few months filled with services, meetings, concerts, the Ad Book 

Reception, organizing the pulpit, teaching classes about opera and Nussach, the Musical Gems of Western Europe 

evening, renovating the main office, and getting better acquainted with so many of you.  (And thatôs just to name 

a few of the things weôve done since April!)  It is wonderful to be working for such a warm community in such a 

beautiful place, and it is with great joy that I return to my more regular duties here for the next few weeks as we 

welcome Rabbi Jordan Bendat-Appell as my rabbinic partner for this Tishrei cycle. 
 

So why do we all come back for Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur?  What is so crucial about this time of year that 

it begins our religious calendar?  Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur are replete with prayer, ritual, symbolism, and 

religious lessons.  But what is at the crux of these important days?  The answers lie within the creation story.   
 

The first Rosh Hashana was the day Adam and Eve were created, the Sixth Day.  So why not count the holiday 

from five days earlier, the beginning of Creation?  The reason given to us by the Rabbis is that G-dôs creative 

labor was only complete when He brought Man into existence.  The rest of the ñstructureò was created for Man to 

flourish and worship the L-rd.  For example, if a building or monument is erected primarily as a work of 

architecture its anniversary will likely be counted from the day of the ground breaking, the day the foundation was 

poured, or the day some ceremonial ribbon was cut.  However, if the structureôs main purpose is as a habitat or 

headquarters, then the date that will likely serve as its anniversary will involve the human use of the structure such 

as the day the people moved in, or the day the doors were opened for business.  Since Hashem created the world 

for us to live in and to serve Him, the worldôs anniversary or Rosh Hashana is reckoned from the creation of Man.   
 

Ten Days of Judgment is G-dôs sovereignty.  The services are filled with references of G-d as King and prayers 

longing for the day when His mastery will be acknowledged by all of humanity.  The Shofar Service also starts 

with scriptural verses alluding to G-dôs ñKingshipò.  According to the Gemara, we recite these verses in order that 

we should proclaim Him our King.  Indeed, the forming of Man was the climax of Creation because it finally 

allowed G-d to be proclaimed King.  But why does Hashem want this of us?  Does He really need our praises? 
 

No!  Hashem wants us to accept Him as King in order to elevate ourselves as human beings.  By becoming His 

subjects we join G-d in the mission for which He created the universe.  When we proclaim Hashem as King on 

Rosh Hashana we prove ourselves prepared to make Creation worthwhile.  It is through our acceptance of G-dôs 

sovereignty that we can prepare ourselves for His judgment on Yom Kippur and a year of continuing his creative 

process in our own way. 
 

This year that creative process has been particularly challenging for our synagogue.  But after all of the wonderful 

events and continued growth we have experienced, it is clear to me what our contribution has been:  

COMMUNITY!  We have all banded together to give of ourselves and of our energies in ways none of us thought 

possible.  We have made EHNTJC a place where we feel free to share our love and receive love from the 

community.  We have made EHNTJC a placeé continued on page 2
